Supporting Your Child in How fo Check for
Understanding When They Are at Home

Your children are getting work from their teachers on a daily or weekly basis. They might
think that the goal is o get through these assignments as fast as possible. We know
that's not the goal. The goal is for them to continue learning—even when they are at
home and working on their own.

For them to be successful and take ownership of their learning at home, they need to
think about and reflect upon how and if they are learning.They need to continuously

check for their understanding while they are working. This will let them know if they are
on track or if they are struggling.

For each assignment, they will need to clarify:
+ What am | learning and how will | know | have learned it?
* How can | check my understanding throughout the learning?
* How will | know if | am on track or if | am struggling?
* What can | do if | am struggling?

Your support is fo help them find the answers. So, we suggest that you use this "*Own It*
information as part of the support you can provide your child.

4 Own It! True learning happens when your child owns their learning. As they work

on each assignment, they will need to check if they are understanding—and
if not, they will have to figure out how fo move forward. Use these prompts to
remind them of this before and while they are working.

Before working:

P What are you learning?

) How will you know that you have learned it?

P How can you check for understanding throughout the learning?

While working:

) Are you on track? How do you know if you are on track?

D Are you struggling? How do you know if you are struggling?
P What can you do if you are struggling?

If they struggle...

+ Read the teacher’s directions with your child and see if there are details that you
can help clarify.

+ Ask your child when they began to struggle and help them identify why.
* Talk with them about what you do when you struggle.

* Help them craft an email or text to the teacher asking for ideas.
